Accommodation 

3m x 3m tent with a comfortable bedroll (with linen) on stretchers. Bedside table with lantern. An enclosure will be attached at the back of 

tents with shower and toilet. 

Meals(vegetarian and vegan options are available):  

Early breakfast- Cereals, yoghurt, rusks tea and coffee.  

Brunch- Eggs, bacon, beans, fried tomato, sausage and toast.  

Light afternoon snack- Cold meats, salads, breads.  

Dinner- 2 courses, soup and a main or a main and desert. 

Drinks:  

3lts of drinking water per person per day, fruit juice at breakfast and wine at dinner. If you would like to take any extra drinks we

with you and all equipment will be carried on the vehicle with you and in a trailer.
